Christians believe that 40 days after his Resurrection, Jesus went back to be with his
Father in Heaven. They call this his Ascension and in 2020 it will be celebrated on
May 215t You can see the story told with Lego in this video, or read it for yourself on
the last page of this resource. Perhaps you could use Lego (or something similar) to
retell the story yourself?

Many Christians today believe that the Bible writers are using picture language, and
that Jesus didn’t literally go up into the sky, but nobody knows for sure!

When Jesus left, he gave his friends a job to do; they were to continue the work
Jesus had started. What do you think that might look like today? How could people
love their neighbours the way Jesus taught them to?

Perhaps you could write a letter to someone who is lonely? Or make them a card?
Perhaps you need to try extra hard when your family are being annoying?

The answer will be different for everybody!

See if you can find out what your local church, or
Foodbank or a charity such as Christian Aid is
doing to look after people during Coronavirus.

Who did Jesus say he would send to help his
followers carry on his work?
