Our theme this term is “Go with the Flow” (Rivers) 
	Subject
	We are going to work on:

	English
	Reading and writing explanation texts.
Reading with expression, answering questions and predicting the next events in the stories and non-fiction we are reading.
Creating flow charts and labelled diagrams.

Reading and writing stories based on our class book “Wind in the Willows”.

Practising a range of punctuation including speech marks and paragraphing.
Pronouncing and spelling specific word groups correctly.
Looking at the grammar rules of sentence construction with an emphasis on the placement of conjunctions, prepositions and adverbs.

	Maths
	Understanding place value for each digit in 3- 4- (Year 4), 6- digit numbers and decimals (Year 5) and 7- digit numbers and decimals (Year 6).
Mental and written strategies for addition and subtraction.
Exploring the properties of shape including their perimeter and area, and estimating and measuring their angles.  Investigating circles (Year 6)
Using decimals in their pure form (Year 5 and 6) and as money (Year 4).
Multiplying by powers of 10 and converting between metric measures.

Using a range of fractions to add, subtract and find equivalents.
Using algebra in formulae (Year 6).

	Geography
	We will discover how rivers are formed, their similarities and differences in each section of the river, and study one river in depth considering the environment created around it.  We will use maps and aerial photographs as part of our study.  We will consider why rivers flood and the formation of waterfalls and look at the water cycle.

	RE
	We will explore salvation and freedom through the stories of Moses and identify parallels with our lives today.

	PSHE & Citizenship
	We will explore the United Nations Rights of the Child to help us prepare our Class Charter and then look at ways to maintain safe and happy relationships with others, including understanding our emotions, dealing with conflict and bullying.

	Computing
	Our focus will be the safe use of the computer and online safety, using a search engine and creating and using databases about rivers.

	Music
	Benjamin Britten’s storm (from Four Sea Interludes) is the focus of this term’s music where the focus will be on how dynamics created dramatic effects, understanding and composing narrative within a musical piece and selecting appropriate instruments to create a desired effect.

	Art 
	Painting water landscapes.

	PE
	Games – Invasion games and tactics.
Dance – We will create a dance with a river theme.
